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Frontline producer Arun Rath selected WGBH Becton Fellow for 2009-2010

WGBH is proud to announce that Arun Rath, an Emmy-nominated producer currently working for Frontline, has been named WGBH Becton Fellow for 2009-2010. The Becton Fund, established in 2007 to honor the creative legacy of longtime WGBH President (now Vice Chair) Henry Becton, Jr., awards honorary fellowships to promising WGBH producers and content creators whose work is emblematic of WGBH’s mission.

Rath started his career at National Public Radio (NPR), where he was director of NPR’s daily news show Talk of the Nation; senior producer of NPR’s On the Media, which won the Peabody Award in 2004; and senior editor of Public Radio International’s culture and arts program Studio 360, before being lured to television by Frontline.

Since joining WGBH, Rath has reported and produced three films for Frontline, including “Rules of Engagement” in 2008, for which he was nominated for both a Writers’ Guild Award and an Emmy; produced two radio features for NPR that were broadcast nationally in April, in conjunction with American Experience’s “We Shall Remain;” and reported on camera for Frontline/World.

Currently, Rath is working closely with Frontline to produce original radio pieces for Marketplace and other public radio programs, based on its productions for television. In addition, he produces and hosts an audio podcast about each week’s Frontline episode, which feature interviews with key Frontline producers and experts, along with intriguing audio excerpts from the programs. Rath also is a correspondent for the new world music show Sound Tracks, which will air its pilot episode on PBS this January.
