A fixture in Boston-area radio for over 30 years, Ray Brown is a talented host and narrator, lending his voice to subjects ranging from classical music to news and nature.

A member of the WGBH team since 2008, Brown serves as a substitute host for classical and news programming, including the local portion of Morning Edition. He’s well known for his 15-year stretch as the afternoon host on WCRB, where he became synonymous with classical music. While at WCRB, Brown hosted the Kids’ Classical Hour and served as emcee of Copley and Hatch Shell Summer series concerts. He also produces and hosts Ray Brown’s Talkin’ Birds program, heard Sunday mornings on stations in Massachusetts and Rhode Island and via podcast.

Prior to joining WCRB, Brown hosted a Saturday morning call-in program on WBZ Radio. His career began on Cape Cod at WCOD Radio, where he spent 16 years as anchor of a morning program within an adult contemporary music format.

Over the years, he has served as a live narrator for orchestras, including the Boston Pops, Boston Classical Orchestra, and the Boston Ballet Orchestra. A skilled commercial narrator, Brown has voiced presentations for Colgate-Palmolive and the U.S. Coast Guard. He also can be heard as a regular off-camera voice for WBZ-TV.

Brown was cited as a Top 5 national finalist in Air Personality of the Year competitions from Billboard Magazine and the National Association of Broadcasters.
