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Winner of WGBH’s Design Squad “Tour de BBQ” episode at Redbones to be announced November 29 at 1:30pm

At Redbones annual August Pig Pickin’, WGBH’s Design Squad cast members — made up of aspiring college-aged engineers — devised two competing pedal powered systems for the barbecue spits and the hungry crowd cheered for its favorite. The winning team, selected by Redbones Pitmaster and co-owner, Rob Gregory, will be announced as part of Design Squad’s third season, being aired locally on WGBH -TV, Sunday, November 29th at 1:30 pm. The episode will also be available in full for streaming at pbskids.org/designsquad. Inspired by the “Tour de BBQ,” Redbones is introducing a special Pedal Powered Pork dinner available from the episode’s debut date on WGBH November 29, through December 31.

An avid cyclist, Gregory introduced free Bicycle Valet Parking in 1996 followed by the Rib Rider, a custom cargo bike used for deliveries, and the Tour de France breakfasts held every July. Last year, Gregory became a client of Design Squad’s season three contestants in an episode titled “Tour de BBQ” and, ‘The competition heats up when Redbones BBQ Restaurant owner, Rob Gregory, challenges the teams to build a bicycle-powered rotisserie.’

Design Squad executive producer, and Somerville resident, Marisa Wolsky adds, “We are always trying to illustrate through our series Design Squad that engineering is everywhere.  In past episodes we have covered fashion, sports, and furniture design.  With the Redbones-challenge with Rob Gregory as our episode client we were able to devise through pedal power a unique application of engineering for food and barbequing.”

The last leg of the competition was held at Redbones Annual Pig Pickin’ where two team’s pedal powered designs were put to the test. Gregory rode the bicycles which powered the barbecue spits and chose the winning team that night. The entire Tour de BBQ episode, with winners revealed, will be aired for the first time on Boston’s WGBH-TV, Sunday, November 29 at 1:30 pm.
