Brian McCreath came to WGBH in 2004, building on a dual career as a performer and radio producer.  His career as a professional trumpeter included stints as Principal Trumpet of the Milwaukee Ballet Orchestra, Associate Principal Trumpet of the Madison Symphony Orchestra, and the same position with the State Symphony Orchestra of Mexico.  He also performed with, among others, the Boston Philharmonic, the Albany Symphony Orchestra, and the Rhode Island Philharmonic Orchestra.

It was while living in Milwaukee that McCreath began work at Wisconsin Public Radio, assisting in the production of a daily three-hour talk show, producing arts interviews, and substituting as a talk show host.  The studios of WPR were across the street from the performing arts center in Milwaukee, and he could often be seen dashing from one “office” to the other in between performances of The Nutcracker.  After moving to Boston in 2001, he came to WGBH as a producer of web content, transitioning to host of Classical Weekend in 2005. 

A native of Chicago, McCreath studied at The College of Wooster in Ohio and the New England Conservatory of Music in Boston.
